• 2009 annual report (or 2008 annual report for applicants whose AGM has not yet been held) 

• The organisation’s 2009 income statement and balance sheet (or 2008 income statement and balance sheet and most up-to-date 2009 statement of account for applicants that have not yet held their AGM)

• The organisation’s provisional budget for 2010 

• Bank account details
• Copies of the documents concerning the co-financing obtained and requested for the project for which the grant application has been made
